8. Compare Eve's reply with God’s command in Genesis 2:16-17. Was anything added or taken away?

9. What lie did the devil say to Eve to deny God's word? Whom did the devil accuse of lying? Genesis 3:4

10. Why did the devil say God did not want Adam and Eve to eat of the forbidden tree? This was the devil's second lie. Genesis 3:5

11. What has Jesus confirmed about the devil’s nature? John 8:44

12. What three things led to Eve's decision to yield to the devil's temptation? Genesis 3:6 (1 John 2:16)

III. CONFRONTED BY GOD: GENESIS 3:8-10

19. What was Adam's response to God's call? What did Adam fail to tell God? Genesis 3:10

20. What did Adam and Eve soon find out about sin? Numbers 32:23

21. Adam and Eve faced two deaths: spiritual and physical. What were signs that they were spiritually dead?


IV. THE EXCUSES FOR SIN: GENESIS 3:11-13
22. How did God challenge Adam's initial response and his failure to reveal what had happened? Genesis 3:11

23. What two persons did Adam blame for his sin? Genesis 3:12

24. Whom did Eve blame for her sin? Genesis 3:13
V. GOD’S JUDGMENT AGAINST SIN (GENESIS 3:14-17)
25. What punishment was placed on the serpent because of his temptation? Genesis 3:14

26. What relationship would always exist between the serpent and the woman (humankind)? Genesis 3:15ab

27. What would one of the woman’s offspring do to the serpent and the serpent do to this offspring? Genesis 3:15cd (Most Biblical scholars feel this is the first good news of promise that an offspring of Eve (the Messiah) would bring redemption to humankind. This prophecy was fulfilled at the cross where Satan "bruised" Christ's heel; but because of Christ’s death and resurrection, Christ crushed Satan's head and won a complete victory over him.) Read: 1 Corinthians 15:54b-57; Hebrews 2:14

28. What problems would Eve face because of her sin? Genesis 3:16

29. What punishment was placed on Adam because of his sin? Genesis 3:17

30. What did God do for Adam and Eve before they faced God’s final punishment? Genesis 3:21

31. What did God have to prevent Adam and Eve from doing? Why? Genesis 3:22

32. What was the final consequence of Adam's and Eve’s sin? Genesis 3:23
33. What did God do so Adam and Eve could not reenter the Garden? Why? Genesis 3:24

SUMMARY AND DISCUSSION

34. Discuss original sin. (It is the belief that all human beings inherited a sin nature because of the sins of Adam and Eve, particularly of Adam. All human beings are therefore conceived and born in sin.) Romans 3:23; 5:12
